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class, & see how it cashes out
in particular texts.

Comments

Especially canonical context...

Date of writing or of address?

Genre, structure, key words, etc.

The text is the object of interpretation. Make sure
it’s your focus & that it drives your exegesis.

Important words, constructions, phrases, ideas.

You must read & think about a range of views.

These may be raised by the text or OT scholars.

A bit nebulous: but it includes how well your
exegesis reflects the “feel’ of the text, and how
well you’ve grasped it in its totality.

The big ideas of the text and an overall synthesis
of its meaning, including major theological issues;
how it fits into the grand scheme of the OT, etc.
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
